4. FIRST AID MEASURES

R of exposure

Inhalation If irritation, headache, nausea, or drowsiness
occurs, remove to fresh air. Get medical
attention if breathing becomes difficult or
symptoms persist.

Skin contact Wash skin with plenty of soap and water for
several minutes. Get medical attention if skin
irritation develops or persists.

High pressure injection of material into skin, if
not properly treated, can cause severe injury.
Most damage occurs during first few hours.
Failure to debride the wound of all residual
material can result in disfigurement, loss of
function, or evenrequire amputation of the
affected area. The extent of the injury cannot be
determined by examining the wound, X-ray may
reveal the presence of gas in tendon sheaths or
soft tissue.

Eve contact Flush eyes with plenty of water for several
minutes.

5. FIRE-FIGHTING MEASURES

leak.
